“AN ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE A DECLARATION OF DEED
RESTRICTION FOR RECREATION/CONSERVATION FOR BLOCK

WHEREAS, the NJEDA has since informed the Township that said deed restriction is not
needed for a Brownfields site and NJEDA and has returned the unrecorded original copy of the
executed deed restriction

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the Township of
Neptune that Ordinance No. 16-34, which authorized Deed Restriction for Recreation/Conservation
for 1825 West Lake Avenue, be and is hereby repealed in its entirety, at the request of the New
Jersey Economic Development Authority.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING ACCEPTANCE OF DEED OF
DEDICATION WITH REGARD TO BLOCK 4302, LOT 4
(FORMERLY BLOCK 1301, LOT 1) OLD CORLIES AVENUE, A/K/A
GREENVILLE CEMETERY TO THE TOWNSHIP OF NEPTUNE

WHEREAS, the Township of Neptune transferred title to Block 4302, Lot 4 (formerly Block
1301, Lot 1) on Old Corlies Avenue, described as the Greenville Cemetery to the present owner, the
American Legion Neptune Township Post No. 346, on November 15, 2002 by Deed recorded in the
Clerk’s Office of Monmouth County in Book 8210, Page 3623 on April 1, 2003; and

WHEREAS, the present owner, the American Legion Neptune Township Post No. 346, is
offering to dedicate the aforesaid property back to the Township of Neptune due to the difficulty that
the present owner has in providing major maintenance to the subject property; and

WHEREAS, the aforesaid cemetery dates back to the 1700’s, and was once thought to have
been associated with a local Presbyterian Church, and is believed to have veterans buried at the
site, and therefore carries historical significance to Neptune Township.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED, by the Township Committee of the
Township of Neptune, County of Monmouth and State of New Jersey that pursuant to State Statute
allowing municipalities to accept and to purchase dedicated property for public use, the Township
hereby authorizes and accepts a Deed of Dedication to Block 4302, Lot 4 (Formerly Block 1301, Lot
1) located on Old Corlies Avenue and described in certain historical accounts as the Greenville
Cemetery at Corlies Avenue, Neptune, New Jersey, for public purposes.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that in consideration of the aforesaid dedication the Township
shall receive said property for One Dollar ($1.00).

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that the Township Attorney is hereby authorized to prepare a
Deed of Dedication and incidental documents necessary for said transfer on behalf of the Township,
obtain its execution and record the same in the Clerk’s office of Monmouth County.
